JOB DESCRIPTION

1. Act as keyworker for pupils as directed.  

2. Lead the Sports Education in the school ensuring that pupils follow an accredited course.
3. Ensure resources are developed and in place for the Sports team to deliver effective learning for pupils.
4. Develop a mentoring relationship with pupils.

5. Liaise with keyworkers to plan the most effective support for agreed pupils. This may involve support in the classroom; individual or small group work and work off site.

6. Lead small groups as appropriate and cover lessons when required by Head of School.
7. Develop and lead a programme of afterschool activities and encourage pupils to get involved in sports outside of school.
8. Contribute to the break time programme of enrichment activities

9. Maintain regular contact with families/carers of pupils keeping them informed of their child’s needs and progress, aiming to secure positive family support and involvement.
10. Liaise with a range of community-based agencies to widen the curriculum offer and increase pupil participation in learning.

11. Network with other Learning Mentors and share best practice.

12. Supervise pupils on visits, trips and out of school activities as required
