JOB DESCRIPTION
The following responsibilities of the post are in addition to the duties of a teacher as set out in the Teacher’s Pay and Conditions Document (DfE):-

1. Maintain entitlement to the National Curriculum by teaching pupils to GCSE level Maths and other Accreditations as appropriate.

2. Plan delivery to ensure that the highest quality of learning and teaching is achieved and is focused upon the needs and aptitudes of each pupil, as targeted and monitored through their Individual Learning Plan.
3. Enable cross-curricular development by planning approaches and providing activities that call upon, and contribute to, a knowledge and understanding of other subjects.

4. Develop and maintain clear record keeping systems so that pupil progress and achievement is monitored and regularly reviewed.

5. Contribute subject specialist knowledge and practice to inform the PRU’s assessment and identification of pupils’ needs.
6. Ensure that Maths resources are well organised and maintained

7. Ensure that the organisation and display of pupils’ work is designed to promote learning and reflect the achievements of all pupils.

8. Ensure that the Health & Safety Policy with specific regard to Maths and Numeracy is implemented and kept under review.

9. Embark upon and/or complete an accredited training programme to complete ECT Induction.
10. Hold the role of a keyworker for a small group of pupils and carryout duties associated will all aspects of supporting the progress of those pupils including follow up of punctuality and attendance.
11. At times, carry out duties offsite, as required to support pupils learning and engagement.

12. Participate in and lead INSET to enable personal professional development and the development of the PRU and the staff team.

13. Participate in the LEA framework for the Performance Management of Teachers.

14. To work within and promote the schools’ equalities policy and contribute and adhere to policies relevant to the post.

15. To be fully aware of and understand the duties and responsibilities arising from the Childrens’ Act 2004 and Keeping Children Safe in Education 2021 in relation to child protection and safeguarding children and young people as this applies to your role within the school.

16. To ensure that your line manager is made aware and kept fully informed of any concerns which you may have in relation to safeguarding and / or child protection.

17. Undertake other such duties as may be required by the LEA in pursuit of its statutory obligations and other reasonable duties as may be delegated by the Head.
