The School is Catholic voluntary aided.  It is situated in the St Boniface Parish, Tooting, Balham Deanery of the Archdiocese of Southwark.  It is named after St Boniface, an English saint who served as a missionary in Europe and helped reorganize the church in Germany and the Frankish kingdom. It is maintained by the London Borough of Wandsworth. The proportion of pupils who are baptised Catholic is 99%. 

St Boniface Roman Catholic Primary School is an outstanding school with many outstanding features. It provides a warm welcome for all members of the school community and celebrates the diversity of its membership. It has a strong Catholic ethos and high expectations. It provides a secure and caring environment in which pupils flourish, becoming confident, responsible and interested in the wider world. Pupils’ behaviour is excellent. Relationships and communication are very strong. The leadership team has an accurate view of the school’s strengths and areas for development and has clear strategies for self-improvement.
There are 365 pupils on roll.  It is a one and a half form entry school. Over the past few years, the children have been organised into single age classes of not more than twenty five children.
